Director’s Review

a. Brief introduction:

PGIAR is an institution mainly dedicated to postgraduate training in Archeology, Museology,
Heritage, and Art History and in the popularization and professionalization of these four
subjects and their related branches. It has a faculty of 10 members — two Senior Professors, one
professor and seven Lecturers,

b. Achievements

Field Research and Publications.

Carrying out Field Research has become a necessary habit of the entire PGIAR faculty, a major
positive development for a Postgraduate Institute. It can also be noted that each faculty has
taken steps to involve students in their research programs and sharing their research findings
by way of publications. In 2015, we have published 5 Memoirs of the Postgraduate Institute of
Archaeology’

PGIAR has been able to offer several professional training and archeology popularizing
programs through several Certificate and Diploma programs that has attracted number of
students who take up these programs for a fee simply for their interest in archaeology and
related subjects — solely for knowledge. The Certificate Course in the Conservation of Cultural
Property which was offered with financial support from the Central Cultural Fund (CCF) had
over 80 applicants for admission. This is the only program in the country that train murals and
artifact conservators who are much needed for the preservation of ancient murals and artifacts
unearthed for years in the CCF projects and by the Department of Archaeology.

In 2015 the PGIAR also completed its first Diploma in Paleo-biodiversity with 68 students
sitting for the final examination. This program was supported by the Ministry of Environment.

In addition to these professionalizing and popularizing programs the PGIAR also conducted a
workshop in Osteoarchaeology for the Department of Archaeology.

c. Failures and Justification

Academic Programs and Teaching

In 2015 the PGIAR offered 03 Diploma programs in Archaeology, Museology and Heritage.
Student registration for these programs show a decrease especially in Archaeology. The
reasons for this decrease is complicated. First there are several programs that offer similar
qualification through relatively much easier programs, such as ‘one-year’ MAs in archaeology
at University of Kelaniya. Postgraduate degrees in archaeology are now offered in Sri
Jayawardanepura, Ruhuna and Peradeniya Universities. PGIAR has decided not to adopt a
populist approach to archaeology and higher degree training.
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Teaching at postgraduate level is still at an unsatisfactory level as of my opinion. Most faculty
does not realize that there should be a difference between undergraduate teaching and graduate
teaching. New methods in teaching, such as discussion sessions, student-centered activities,
multi-lecturer teaching is hardly practiced at the PGIAR. Most faculty are happy with doing
traditional lectures, and some even carry out lectures in a manner similar to “popular AL
revision class sessions”- that is teaching full days on weekends and finish a course unit at one-
go. I would consider this a general problem in postgraduate level teaching in humanities in the
country.

d. Future Plan
The most pressing need at the PGIAR is to launch an infrastructure development plan and
devise ways to get international students.

1. Hunters in Transition Government Excavation in Paragahamaditta Cave in
Funds Balangoda

The principle objective of the excavation was to
collect further information in order to make a
comparison between the assemblage of material
evidence excavated from the Lunugala ge cave in the
village lllukkumbura (2015) and the archaeological
data to be expected from the present cave at
Paragahamaditta. This is aimed at to investigate the
distribution of the culture represented by the
materials unearthed from the Lunugal ge cave (vide
Somadeva et al 2015).

Excavation in Lunugalage Cave in Illukkumbura
The maximum thickness of the soil deposit in the
interior is about 1.90meters which is containing 4
consecutive layers. From the surface down to the
bottom, except a single allochthonus  layer
represented by abandonment period of the cave after
the prehistoric occupation, all the other layers
contained artifacts.

Soils of each excavated contexts were subjected to the
wet sieving by a 0.5mm metal mesh. Removal of the
charred particles remained were carefully removed
using metal tweezers and kept under shady sunlight
for slow drying. After the evaporation of moisture,
sample was stored in plastic containers with cotton
lining placed in the interior. Subsequently sample was
stored in the temperature of 9°-10° degree Celsius for

Moravava excavation in Horovpotana

(a) Main objective of the excavation was to investigate
the chrono-stratigraphy of the cave in order to observe
the adaptability of the hunter-gatherers who occupied
the cave. After Deraniyagala’s findings of charred
seeds from his excavation together with fine stone
implements (quartz), it was intended to collect more
evidence suggesting the floral exploitation by the
prehistoric hunter-gatherers in the Dry zone in contrast
with the similar adaptation observed in the
intermediate climatic zone that boarded about 10 km
northwest to the present cave.

Ethno-Plant Survey

(b) A plant survey was carried out in and around the
village lllukkumbura in the Valigepola divisional
secretariat area of Balangoda during a period of 8
days from 5th January 2016 onwards. The objective
of this survey was to collect a sample of native wild
varieties of seeds and grasses in order to facilitate a
comparison with the charred grain assemblage
excavated from a natural cave called Lunugal ge
situated at a location of the same village. It is also
intended to get the help of the senior local medicinal
practitioners of the area who are much familiar with
the native plants and seeds.

Report of the Auditor General on the Financial Statements of the Postgraduate Institute of
Archaeology Affiliated to the University of Kelaniya for the year ended 31 December 2016
in terms of Sub-section 108(1) of the Universities Act No. 16 of 1978

The audit of financial statements of the Postgraduate Institute of  Archacology affiliated to the
University of Kelaniva for the year ended 31 December 2016 comprising the statement of
financial position as at 31 December 2016 and the statement of financial performance, statement
of  changes in equity and cash flow statement for the year then ended and o summary of
significant accounting policies and other explanatory notes was earried out under my direction in
pursuance of provisions in Article 154(1) of the Constitution ol the Democratic Socialist
Republic of Sri Lanka read in conjunction with Section 20 of the Postgraduate Institute of
Archacology Ordinance No. 02 of 1985 enacted in terms of Section 18 of the Universities Act,
No, 16 of 1978 and Sub-section 107(5) of the Universities Act. My comments und observations
which | consider should be published with the Annual Report of the Institute in terms of Sub-
section 108(1) of the Universitics Act appear in this report. A detailed report in terms of Sub ~

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts
and disclosures in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the
auditor’s judgements, including the assessment of the risks of material misstatements
of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making those risk
assessments, the auditor considers internal control relevant to the Institute’s
preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in order to design audit
procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of
expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Institute’s internal control. An audit
also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the
reasonableness of accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluating
the overall presentation of financial statements. Sections Il of the Universities Act,
No. 16 of 1978 give discretionary powers to the Auditor General to determine the

scope and the extent of the audit.

I believe that the audit evidence I have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to

provide a basis for my audit opinion.

Financial Statements

Opinion

In my opinion, the financial statements give a true and fair view of the financial
position of the Postgraduate Institute of Archaeology affiliated to the University of
Kelaniya as at 31 December 2016 and its financial performance and cash flows for the

year then ended in accordance with Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards.
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2.2 Comments on Financial Statements

2.2.1 Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards

The following observations are made.

(a) Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standard 02

(i) Books received as donations amounting to Rs.13,035 had been shown

under cash flow from financial activities in the statement of cash flow.

(i)  Although the decrease in miscellaneous creditors and increase in payment
creditors appeared under operational activities in the statement of cash
flow were amounted to Rs.898,386 and Rs.422,047 respectively. it had
been shown as a decrease by Rs.918,057 and an increase by Rs.630,848

respectively in the statement of cash flow.

(b) Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standard 07

If the fair value of items of property, plant and equipment has been significantly
changed, revaluation is required. However, fair value of the land of 92 perches in
extent costing Rs.338,000,000 as at 31 December 2016 and the building which the
Director’s Office was situated had not been assessed and brought to account after

the year 2009.

2.3 Accounts Receivable and Payable

The following observations are made.

(a) Five balances under current assets amounting to Rs.1,876,489 and current
liabilities amounting to Rs.309,102 relating to 04 projects appeared in the
financial statements as at the end of the year under review had been continuously
brought forward in the accounts without taking a proper action even though

relevant projects had been completed several years before.
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(b) Actions had not been taken either to release or to recognize as income of retention

money valued at Rs.38,656 relating to the year 2013.
(¢) In accordance with the financial position as at 31 December 2016, advances given
to purchase books during the period from 2006 to 2015 amounting to Rs.478,289

had not been settled even by 31 July 2017.

Non-compliance with Laws, Rules, Regulations and Management Decisions

Instances of non- compliance with laws, rules and regulations are given below.

Reference to Laws, Rules and Non- compliance

Regulations

(a) Public Finance Circular No. 438 Actions had not been taken for the assets
of 13 November 2009 amounting to Rs.375934 out of the assets
amounting to Rs.2,175,570 included as

“SAREC” equipment and shown under fixed

assets in the financial statements to remove from

the accounts although these assets had been

identified as physically not available and

unusable at the stock verification,

(b) Public Administration Circular Although an amount of Rs.500 had to be paid
No. 22/99 (iv)-2004 of 27 monthly for private journeys of an official
December 2014 vehicle, charges had not been recovered from the

Director of the institute for his private journeys

from 01 July 2010 for 77 months.
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Financial Review

According to the financial statements presented, the operations of the Institute for the
year under review had resulted in a deficit of Rs.3,761,480 as against the surplus of
Rs.4,059,619 for the preceding year, thus indicating a deterioration of Rs.7,821,099 in
the financial result as compared with the preceding year. Decrease in Government
grants for recurrent expenditure by Rs.1.902,000 and the increase in employee

emoluments by Rs.5,449,831 had mainly attributed for this deterioration.

An analysis of the financial results of the year under review and the past four years had
shown a surplus in the year 2012 and in the year 2015 and a deficit in the years 2013,
2014 and 2016. However, after considering employee emoluments, the contribution of

Rs.31,128.398 in 2012 had increased to Rs.44,356.730 in 2016.

Operating Review

Performance

The major objectives of this Institute are teaching postgraduate education in
archaeology, professional training, conducting researches, encourage the acquisition,
improve and propagate of knowledge in archaeology, teaching and awarding of
postgraduate, certificate in diplomas and other scientific skills. The following

observations are made in respect of achieving these objectives.

(a) It was observed that a decrease in the number of students enrolled for last 03
academic years and students had enrolled only for 06 Postgraduate Courses

out of 12 Courses planned to commence during the year.
(b) For last three years, Students had not enrolled for one Postgraduate Course

and plans had not been prepared by the institute to increase students’

enrolment,
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Management Activities

The following observations are made.

(a) Although there were 2,547 number of books and publications amounting to
Rs.1,415,866 kept for sale in the institute as at 31 December 2016, the sale of

these books and publications had been very low.

(b) Unutilized capital grant account balance as at the end of the year under review
was amounted to Rs.4,767.505 as no proper plans had been prepared to spend
capital grant. Unutilized balance remained amounting to Rs.2,203,058 out of the
money received in 2015 for rehabilitation and improvement of capital assets had
not been utilized even during the year under review and the balance remained
amounting to Rs.854,362 out of the money received in 2015 for teaching

equipment, only Rs.122,200 had been utilized during the year under review.

(¢) Actions had not been taken either to recover the value from responsible officers or
write off even up to 30 June 2017 relating to 167 number of books and 161
number of publications noted as misplaced at the verification of library books held

in 2009 of the institute.

(d) Even though, there were occasions that the books borrowed from the library of the
institute had not been returned within the stipulated time, it was observed by audit
that a system had not been implemented in the library to impose penalty for such

delay.

Accountability and Good Governance

Submission of Financial Statements

In terms of Paragraph 6.5.1 of the Public Enterprises Circular No. PED/12 dated 02
June 2003, financial statements and draft annual report should be rendered to the
Auditor General within 60 days after the close of the financial year, financial
statements for the year 2016 had been presented to audit on 30 May 2017 after 03

months delay.
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6. Systems and Controls

Deficiencies in systems and controls observed during the course of audit were brought
to the notice of the Director of the Institute from time to time. Special attention is

needed in respect of the following areas of control.

Comments on Financial Statement

Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards

@) (i) (ii) I inform that the cash flow statement under Final Accounts 2017 is being
prepared accurately.

Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standard No. 07

(b) Even though it had been informed to the Department of Valuation regarding the
valuation of land and buildings, in which the Postgraduate Instutute of Archeology is
located, in writing by the letters dated 21-07-2016 and 17-10-2016, they have sent the
relavant valuation report having done the valuation activities only on 08-05-2017. The
relevant report is attached herewith. (Annexure 1) Therefore, it couldn’t be adjusted in
the 2016 final accounts. Action have been already taken to adjust this in 2017 accounts.

Accounts Receivable and Payable
(@) Action have been already taken to settle these balances in the year 2017.
(b) This has been already settled.

(c0  Advances relevant to the years 2006,2007,2009 — At the Library Committee
held on 05™ July 2017, It has been suggested to submit to the Board of Management
for making a decision in this regard.

(d) Out of this advance of Rs. 277,386.00, an amount of Rs. 140,327/- has been
already settled. The remaining amount of Rs. 137,057.85 could not be settled due to
the reasons of a delay occurred in the prining of the “World Archaeology” journal and
a delay in receiving that to the library. Action will be taken to settle this amount as
soon as the Issue 5 of the Volume 48 of the “World Archaeology” journal is received
to the library.

(e) Action have been already taken to settle these balances in the year 2017.
Non- compliance with Laws, Rules, Regulations and Management Decisions

(a) By the letter dated 01/12/2017, the Acting Director of the institute has requested
approval from the Secretary to the Ministry for writing off the values of already
wornout and lost goods of Rs. 375,933.75 and 395,999.00, respectively, which are cited
in Table No.3 and 4, from inventories. Since its total was Rs. 771,932.75, it had been
inquired so as per with Public Finance Circular 2/2016. (Annexure 02)

(b) The Director does not utilize the vehicle of the institute for personal purposes. He
owns a private vehicle.
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Due to the following reasons, vehicle has to be parked at the Director’s house.

- To manage the fuel allowance of Rs. 17,550.00 received by the Director. There are
24 *2 Kilometers to travel to the institute from the Director’s house and to rerurn.
When the vehicle is parked at the institute, this turns in to 24 *4 Kilometers. Since one
liter of fuel costs Rs. 117/- and the distance that can be travel per liter is considered as
10 Km, the number of days that can be travelled to the institute using monthly fuel
allowance is nearly 14 days. Further since the fuel burining is higher due to the heavy
traffic congestion exsisting these days, this number of days can be further reduced.

- This institute works on all the seven days of the week. Lectures are held in
weekends. The Director has to report to the work even with out a driver on weekends.
For this reason, too, the vehicle has to be parked at the Director’s house.

- Even though the Director’s vehicle runs by the fuel allowance granted to him, in some
needy occasions, it is used for other official duties of the institute. The institute
possesses olny two vehicles. One of them is used for field works.

Action would be taken as per relevant circulars in the future.
4, Performance
(@) The number of students registered for courses of the institute varies in different

years as per the interest of the students registered for courses.

(b) Non applying of students for that postgraduate course (Heritage), has been caused
for non- registration of students.

4.2 Management Activities
(a) Following procedure has been followed to increase the sales of publications.
1. Design of a leaflet for publications and circulation of that.

2. supplying of books for selling at Central Cultural Fund in parallel to the books
exhibition.

3. Demonstration of a banner regarding the selling of books by the Postgraduate Institute of
Archeology, in parallel to the books exhibition.

(b) Renovation works of the old building and improving of the lavatory system in relation to

the years 2017/2018 — arrangements have been made to utilize remaining funds in the year
2017.

(c) This counting, which was done in the year 2009, is not a proper one. In the future, a proper
stock counting will be done and will take action as per its results.
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(d) Since there are limited number of academic staff members in the institute, there is not a
tradition of charging fines.
