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JOURNEY OF THE DEPARTMENT OF EXAMINATIONS, SRI LANKA

Sri Lanka has a long history regarding the conduct of examinations. In the
year 1869, “Department of Public Instruction” was established and the entire control
of the education was assigned to it. At the beginning, the conducting authority of the
examinations was the Director of the Department of Public Instruction, and later a
separate branch for examinations was established in the “Department of Education”
under an appointed “Superintendent of Examinations”. The said examinations branch
existed at that time had confronted with several difficulties in carrying out the huge role
of conducting examinations since examinations as well as candidates were increased
yearly. Therefore on 0lst October 1951, a separate department called “Department
of Examinations, Sri Lanka” was established under a Commissioner General of
Examinations.

The first public examination held in the history of Sri Lanka was in 1862 to fill
the vacancies of minor employee posts in the public service. All the administrative
activities with respect to this examination were assigned to the Central School
Commission which had been established in 1834.

A popular local examination for which only the students of leading schools in
Sri Lanka appeared was conducted in the year 1862 and the applicants were increased
from the year 1862 to the year 1868 gradually, however later the number of applicants
seemed to decreased rapidly. As a remedy for this, the director of the “Government
Education Board” had taken actions to conduct Cambridge Examinations at “Local
Governing Board” and examinations of London University in Sri Lanka.

The first Cambridge Examination was held in the year 1880. Later “Cambridge
Senior” examination was commenced at first in 1916 and the “London Matriculation
Examination” was held at first in the months January and June of the year 1882.
Further in November of 1952, London (G.C.E.) A/L examination was conducted at
first in Sri Lanka.

Certificate Examination for Native Language Teachers in order to recruit
government teachers was held in the year 1878 at first. Government Teachers’
Training College was first established in 1910 for English teachers and Certificate for
English Training Level Il was awarded for the teachers who had the passed year-end
examinations. In the year 1929, “(Prarambha) Preliminary Teachers’ Examination”
was conducted at first.

As per the Administrative Report issued in the year 1952 by the Department
of Examinations, Sri Lanka, 08 local examinations and 27 foreign examinations were
conducted.
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The Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka is empowered to conduct all
public examinations including General Educational Examinations (School Exams),
Examinations of Technical Educational Institutions, Examinations conducted on behalf
of government or government subsidized institutions through the Public Examinations
Actno: 25 of 1968.

During the late period of the decade 1960, a new branch called, “Data Process
Branch” was commenced and the computer division of the “Government Engineering
cooperation”, later the computer division of the “Central Bank” respectively performed
the tasks of this branch as the Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka lacked a computer
branch for itself at that time. By the year 1969, the Department of Examinations, Sri
Lanka was enabled to establish a computer branch so as to fulfil all the work with
respect to data processing including programming in the department itself.

It is a victorious step to commence the execution of all the computer related
tasks in the department itself by establishing a computer system there in order to
grant an effective service while linking with the modern technology. Moreover the
Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka had its own press from the beginning and at
present that press has been upgraded in such a way that it utilizes digital technology
in order to provide more effective and high quality printing work. Lakhs of students
in everywhere are immensely benefitted due to our capacity to link with technology
through which we are enabled to release results of the school examinations via
Internet.

“Malay street” comes right back to one’s mind when he or she hears the name
the Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka. The fact that this journey had started at
that point and was ended up with the large building complex at Pelawatta, Battaramulla
is a huge triumph.

Abig revolution in the evaluation field is the commencement of the “conference
marking” method for evaluation activities ofall answer scripts and thereby transforming
it towards more formal and accurate system. The Department of Examinations, Sri
Lanka went beyond its typical role of merely conducting examinations by acting as
a close institution with the school system through innovative ways such as forming
School Based Assessment method via considering the international methods of
evaluation, then preparing methods to make it popular, introducing new evaluation
instruments, supplying exemplars, and training trainers & evaluators. School Based
Assessments became stronger when actions were taken to insert the competency levels
of such assessments to the certificate.

Regulating the certification process can be cited as another landmark in our
journey. In this context, printing high quality educational certificates, and issuing
them in one-day service or normal service can be considered as a milestone. A large
crowd are been benefitted from this service daily and applicants are greatly facilitated
for education-abroad and foreign employment.
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Without limiting to the mere role of conducting examinations, our institution
has taken many steps towards student-development in the school system. After
analyzing results at zonal and provincial levels, analysis reports are prepared with
respect to each and every subject and through this it is possible to determine student-
development in a more meaningful way.

Actions were taken to establish an [tem Bank with pre-tested questions in order
to improve the quality of school examinations and at present this has been developed
in such a way that these questions can be used for G.C.E.(O/L) and G.C.E. (A/L)
examinations.

The fact that most schools in the school system can be used only in weekends to
conduct examinations and for evaluation activities has affected negatively in uplifting
the efficiency of releasing results. Initial steps have been taken to construct a multi-
purposed building complex in the premises of the Department of Examinations, Sri
Lanka to conduct examinations and evaluate answer scripts during weekdays and
through this an effective service is expected to be granted.

Reflecting the excellence in using Information Technology, the Department of
Examinations, Sri Lanka won “E-Swabhimani 2014 award”, under the “National Best
E-Content Award”, assessed by the “Information and Communication Technology
Agency of Sri Lanka” of the “Ministry of Telecommunication and Information
Technology”, as an excellent organization among public and private sector organizations
in Sri Lanka. As another advancing step, accepting applications via internet, and
conducting examinations online, and through these, use of modern technological
methodologies of evaluation that are required for international standards are planned
to carry out.

The Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka which has a long history of
conducting variety of examinations had Mr.L.L.K.Gunathunge, the Commissioner of
Examinations as its initial head. Since then 11 Commissioners of Examinations and
07 Commissioner Generals of Examinations contributed with immense dedication
for the betterment of this department while introducing reliable and valid evaluation
methodologies in order to bring the process of evaluation and assessment to an
international level.

A distinctive feature which is clearly visible from the very beginning with
respect to the Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka is, the department has a special
system of ethics identical to it and the administrative structure which is formed in a
visionary way. According to the administrative reports since 1952, it is clearly visible
that their honesty, trustworthiness, dedication, effective management capabilities,
visionary knowledge, cleverness, and principled nature had contributed to make this
institution to be in the present stage with pubic credibility.
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Role of the Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka

The Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka became legally empowered
to conduct public exams through the act no 25 of 1968. Since then the role of
the Department of Examinations has been widened up to now. The Department
of Examinations, Sri Lanka organizes and conducts more than 300 exams
annually.

The Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka as National Evaluation and
Testing Service operates in two dimensions, i.e. exams with respect to school
system and agency functions.

The main responsibility of the Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka is
to conduct variety of examinations impartially. The examinations conducted by
the Department can be categorized as follows.

* School Exams

* Institutional and Professional Exams

* Promotional and Efficiency Bar Exams
* Local/Foreign Institutional Exams

In the year 2015, 1476159 candidates appeared only for school exams
and 56723 trilingual examiners in Sinhala, Tamil, and English languages,
participated in first, second, and third marking and rescrutiny processes.

During the year 2015, 610703 candidates applied for other recruitment
exams, certificates exams, efficiency bar exams, promotional exams and other
foreign exams and more than 41903 officers were engaged in the process of
exam administration.

The main responsibility of this Department is to conduct exams more
accurately and impartially while preserving the secrecy and more than two
lakhs of officers who are equipped with excellent training with respect to exam
procedures are linked with the exam process.

The Department of Examinations has organized a special project in
order to grant a systematic training for suitable personnel who are qualified
to be included into the established pool of exam staff so as to make the exam
administration process more dynamic and efficient.
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By now about 3500 individuals were trained and it is expected to appoint
such officers from the pool for the process of exam administration in near
future.

With the development of modern technology exam anomalies are
increasing and penalties will be imposed as per the nature of the offence after
investigating the anomalies committed by exam candidates and supervisors.
More than 25000 cases are being investigated annually. It is expected to create
a more impartial exam atmosphere with high validity through this.

Issuing certificates for foreign and local uses is another main function of
this department. Certificates will be issued under one-day service and normal
service and more than 700 people obtain this service daily.

The certificates requested under normal service will be issued after a short
period of time, i.e. 04 days. The method of issuing certificates online has been
increased by now.

The Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka without restricting to the
mere role of conducting exams is engaged in several activities to uplift the
teaching-learning process in the school system. The Department determines
the question paper structure as well as prepares and sends prototype question
papers to schools when new educational reforms take place or new subjects are
introduced, or syllabi revisions take palace.

By distributing analysis reports with respect to national level exams like
G.C.E. (O/L), G.C.E. (A/L), and Grade 5 scholarship which had been prepared
at provincial, zonal, and school levels to the school system, strengths and
weaknesses of students are identified and development programs can be planned
accordingly.

Another important task performed by the Department is preparing the
evaluation reports for each subject of G.C.E. (O/L), G.C.E. (A/L) and providing
them to schools.
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Our main objective is to render a more productive service to students,
public officers, and general public by conducting exams through successfully
confronting with challenges, preserving reliability and secrecy and modernizing
exam procedures in a highly accurate manner.

At present, the Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka has become an
institution that won public reliance due to its capacity to hold institutional exams
for about 27 lakhs of candidates during the year 2015 with no challenge and to
release results without any complaint made by such candidates.

Further, the Department is engaged in a national duty in implementing a
reasonable as well as valid evaluation and assessment process while preserving
the secrecy and reliability by uniting with all the branches in the department.
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I 2.1 School Exams Organization and Results branch

As a branch existed from the beginning of the departmental history, School
Exams Organization and Results branch organizes, conducts, and issues results of all
the national level exams with respect to the school system and exams with respect to
teachers’ education.

G.C.E.(A/L) Exam, G.C.E. (O/L) Exam, Grade 5 Scholarship Exam and General
Information Technology Exam are the main exams conducted by this branch.

Apart from the above, this branch handles main functions from accepting
applications to issue results after conducting the exams such as Final Exam of
National Diploma in Teaching, Selection Test for English & Information Technology
in National Colleges of Education, Special Exam of Teachers’ Training Colleges, and
Training Course Examination for Non-graduate, Untrained Teachers, etc.

Data with respect to the school exams, and other exams of the school system
from 01.01.2015 to 31.12.2015, organized and conducted by this branch (which is
specially designed to carry out school exams) as per the Annual Action Plan are given
below.

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2.2 Confidential (School Exams) branch

This branch carries out all the duties with respect to setting of questions
to issuance of question papers to coordinating centres with respect to all exams
conducted by the School Exams Organization & Results branch while working
with the said branch intimately. The main activities of this branch are selection
of trilingual examiners in Sinhala, Tamil, and English languages and creation
of high quality evaluation tools with high reliability and validity. Moreover
this branch controls the complex processes of packing question papers that are
required by the exam centres and distributing them to coordinating centres while
preserving the secrecy.
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.2.3 Evaluation (School Exams) branch

Approximately ten lakhs of students appear for G.C.E (O/L), G.C.E (A/L),
Grade 5 scholarship exams annually in Sri Lanka. The main role of Evaluation
(School Exams) branch is to evaluate the answer scripts of such exams accurately and
efficiently. While connecting with the examiners, this branch performs a mammoth
task in order to issue results on the expected date. This branch can be cited as a special
branch which protects the reliability of the Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka
that engages in the process of selecting intellectuals on behalf of the future progress
of the country.

G.C.E. (O/L) Exam and G.C.E. (A/L) Exam are evaluated in due time frame
under 2 phases and 3 phases respectively. A huge attempt is taken to preserve the
validity and consistency of evaluation process by preparing marking schemes for
each subject when marking is going on, carrying out control marking and orientation
marking. After releasing the results, rescrutiny will begin based on the applications
of the candidates who are not satisfied with their results. A large number of students
apply for this and the answer scripts will be checked for errors in consultation with the
chief examiners.

Trilingual Evaluation processes will be conducted in Sinhala, Tamil and English
language mediums and the main responsibility of this branch is to conduct a high
quality assessment process.

.2.4 Investigations branch

This branch deals with investigation of fraudulent acts committed by candidates
and anomalies committed by the staff violating exam rules & regulations with respect to
all exams conducted by the Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka. Moreover another
main function of this branch is investigating and taking respective legal measures for
fraudulent acts and irregularities committed by the officers engaged in exam duties.
Concerning the rapid increase of exam frauds day by day with the development of
technology, creation of a law-abiding atmosphere for exams is expected through this
branch. Subsequent to the process of investigation, actions will be taken to prevent
exam anomalies by imposing various penalties including taking legal measures, as
per the nature of the offence made by the candidates and in case of officers in duty
who are guilty of an offence will be debarred from exam duties and will be subject to
disciplinary actions.

All legal activities such as opening files for the subjects that are being
investigated by the Ombudsman and Human Rights Commission, preparing reply-
reports together with the relevant branches, referring schedules to the court through
the Attorney-General accordingly, obtaining written or verbal instructions from the
Attorney General, and the appearance of the relevant officer before the court on the
dates prescribed by the court will be coordinated by this branch.

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2.6 Research and Development branch

paper setters & examiners regarding the respective processes. Further, another main
responsibility of this branch is, determining the structure of question papers as per new
educational reforms, or when introducing new subjects, or as per syllabi amendments
and preparing & sending prototype papers to schools. In addition to that, this branch is
responsible of demanding the final marks of School Based Assessment from schools.
Another important task carried out by this branch is contribution to improve the quality
of education through identifying subject areas in which candidates revealed a low
level of performance by means of information made available via analysis of question
papers.

Functions discharged by the Research and Development branch in the year 2015 are
as below.

01. This branch carried out the following activities in order to improve the evaluation
process of G.C.E.(A/L) Technology stream.

1.1 Printing prototype question papers including the structure of question
papers, and structure for practical tests for subjects “Bio-system
Technology”, “Engineering Technology”, and “Science for Technology”
with respect to the above subject stream as a book and distributing them to
schools in the island. Apart from the above, steps are taken to prepare and

provide the relevant answers for the prototype questions.

1.2 299 teachers for the practical test of Bio-system Technology and 405
teachers for the practical test of Engineering Technology in this subject
stream were trained.

02. The question paper structures for the newly introduced subjects including

departmental website too. After analyzing the candidates’ way of answering to
the question papers of the respective subjects, the way of question-selection, the
way how marks are obtained for each question and facility indexes that were
calculated based on question parts / sub parts had been indicated.

Each question has been provided with the respective answers, weaknesses
displayed by candidates when answering and remedial measures for such
situations. Also, Evaluation Reports for 08 subjects with respect to G.C.E.
(A/L) - 2013 were already prepared and ready to be sent to schools and the said
Evaluation Reports were already uploaded to the departmental website too.

The Chief Controlling Examiners were informed with reports, subsequent to the
analysis of G.C.E. (O/L)-2014 and G.C.E. (A/L) - 2014 question papers utilizing
the Item Response Theory.

Exam results and question papers of G.C.E. (O/L) - 2014, G.C.E. (A/L) - 2014,
and Grade 5 Scholarship-2015 were analyzed and delivered to the respective
authorities and parties concerned.

School Performance Indexes with respect to G.C.E. (O/L)-2014, G.C.E. (A/L)-
2014, and Grade 5 Scholarship-2014 were prepared and submitted to the
Zonal Directors of Education. All the Educational Authorities were informed

regarding this and through this performance level of each and every school can
be identified.

The RD forms required to collect data during the evaluation process of answer
scripts in G.C.E. (A/L)-2015, G.C.E. (O/L)-2015, Common General Test-2015,
and Grade 5 Scholarship-2015 were prepared and submitted to the Evaluation
branch.

Question papers and answers required for the Support Seminars with respect to
G.C.E. (O/L)-2015, and G.C.E. (A/L)-2015 exams were prepared and submitted
to the Ministry of Education to be sent to schools.

Instructions on how to perfect the detailed mark sheets and final mark sheets of
the School Based Assessments in G.C.E. (O/L)-2015, G.C.E. (A/L)-2015 were
given and workshops to distribute the above were conducted.

An examination was held to recruit examiners for the evaluation of the subject
Appreciation of English Literary Texts in G.C.E. (O/L). Subsequent to evaluation
and analysis of the answer scripts, a group of examiners were selected and then
a training workshop was held on behalf of them.

2.7 Organization and Foreign Exams branch

This branch manages activities with respect to organization and conduct

2.14 Supplies branch

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2.16 Computer branch

This branch deals with all school exams and other exams (institutional
exams conducted after computerization of data).

Moreover, the branch carries out tasks such as performing computer related
work with respect to conduct of exams, implementing computer programs,
printing and issuing all documents with respect to conduct of exams including
gaps reports, and admissions to the relevant branches, etc.

Performing computer related work with respect to releasing results,
operating the relevant programs in connection with processing results, issuing
computerized documents on behalf of evaluation & different documents that
are needed to be prepared prior to the issuance of results to relevant branches,
processing and issuing results can be introduced as the role of this branch.
Further certain major steps in this procedure include, submitting interview
reports, priority reports, deficiency reports ,etc on the requirements of certain
institutional exams to the Results branch prior to the release of results and
issuing results registers(lists) on behalf of schools to the School Organization &
Results branch.

This branch also contributes specially towards the certification process,
namely, performing computer related work with respect to issue of certificates,
printing & issuing individual certificates / individual results sheets pertain to
exams that issue certificates, to relevant branches.

Further this branch provides analysis reports and data files for different
requirements. The branch submits data files and reports on the status of
performance at school, zonal, provincial, and national levels to “School Exams
Organization & Results” and “Research & Development” branches when
necessary. Also, issuance of relevant reports to the Ministry of Education and
providing information with respect to merit reports & analysis reports on behalf
of the productive requests made by the governmental and non-governmental
organizations are accomplished by this branch.

Another significant task carried out by this branch is revamp and
coordination of the Information Systems.

There are several other tasks carried out by this branch.

01. Giving the connection of the system to the “Data Entry” & “Certificates”
branches as per the needs.
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02. Coordination of the services & maintenance jobs provided by the IBM
institute with respect to the AS400 system.

03. Development of computer programmes with respect to various exams
while coordinating with the ‘Data Entry’ branch.

04. Update the departmental website.

Data preservation and storing is another important function of this branch.
Therefore, backing up data daily and also storing data at the Data Recovery Centre
of this department established in National Institute of Education, Maharagama
are done accordingly.

Programmes expected to be implemented in the year 2016.

01. Implementing an Information System for the department by linking with
the University of Kelaniya.

02. Providing an online service to call applications for certain exams by
linking with the Department of Post, Sri Lanka.

03. Further revamping the departmental website by linking with Information
and Communication Technology Agency.

2.17 Data Entry branch

The main functions of this branch are entering data, its amendments and
the marks of the candidates pertain to computerized examinations conducted
by the Department of Examinations, Sri Lanka. Consequently all the relevant
data are forwarded to this branch by School Exams Organization & Results,
Evaluation (School Exams), Organization & Foreign Exams, and Results
(Institutional Exams) branches accordingly.

2.18 Plan Implementation & Monitoring branch

01. After forming island - wide pools for exam-administration staff,
this branch carries outs a project of giving a formal training to such
officers. At the end of this project, it is expected to recruit the officers
who have received the prescribed training into the service. By now
352 Sinhala medium officers & 46 Tamil medium officers in Colombo
district, 474 Sinhala medium officers & 60 Tamil medium officers in
Kalutara district, 60 Sinhala medium officers & 15 Tamil medium
officers in Gampaha district, 342 Sinhala medium officers & 97 Tamil
medium officers in Anuradhapura district, have received the prescribed
training.

02. After considering the requirements of material resources, priorities are
determined and then referred to the “Supplies” branch in order to be
purchased.

03. Theinitial plansrequired for the proposed new multi - purposed building
had been prepared through the Central Engineering Consultancy
Bureau (C.E.C.B) and the approval of the statutory institutions as well
as the approval of Kaduwela Municipal council were obtained. The
construction work is assigned to the State Engineering Corporation
and the estimate of Rs.615million for the construction of this building
is approved by the Cabinet of Ministers. The initial statutory approvals
withrespect to the construction are obtained by now and the construction
work is to be commenced.
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
