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Report under Section 7 of the Public Utilities Commission of
Sri Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002 on proposed removal of Mr.
JW.M.].P.K. Ratnayake as a Member of the Public Utilities

Commission of Sri Lanka

01. Introduction:

The Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka was established by the Public Utilities
Commission of Sri Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002 for the purpose of regulating certain utilities
industries pursuant to a coherent national policy. The Commission, including its members,
is expected to maintain high standards of propriety and at all times act in the best interests
of the country they serve, instead of in a manner detrimental to it.

I submit this report in terms of section 7(b) of the Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka
Act No. 35 of 2002 with regard to the proposed removal of Mr. . W.M.].P.K. Ratnayake, the
incumbent Chairman and Member of the Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka for the
consideration of the Honourable Members of Parliament. The conduct of the said
Chairman/Member of the Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka, as explained further
below, has been unbecoming of the conduct expected of such an office holder.

Therefore, acting in terms of the relevant legislation, as the Minister in charge of the subject
of Policy Development and Implementation, I propose to remove the said recalcitrant
Chairman/Member of the Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka who is, in my view,
unfit to hold such esteemed office.

02. Procedure for removal:

Section 6(2} of the Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002 confers the
authority to the Minister in charge of the subject of Policy Development and
Implementation to remove a member of the Commission from office after an address of
Parliament supported by a majority of the total number of Members of Parliament
(including those not present) has been presented to the Minister for such removal, after
compliance with the procedure set out in Section 7 of the Act.

In terms of Section 7 of the said Act, “the Minister shall not remove a member of the Commission
from office unless;
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(a) the Minister has sent a notice fo the member that it is proposed to remove such member from
office on any one or more of the following grounds, namely, that he or she—

i. is an undischarged bankrupt or has made any arrangement with his or her
creditors; or

ii, is found or declared to be of unsound mind under any law in force in Sri
Lanka; or

iii. has ceased to be qualified to continue as a member, or is disqualified from
continuing as a member ; or

fv. has refused or failed to discharge his or her functions for a period of three
months or more; or

v. s guilty of misbehavior,

accompanied by full particulars relating to the proposed grounds for removal, and has
afforded the member an opportunity of making representations against the proposed
removal;

(b) the Minister, having considered any vepresentations made by the member, has reported to
Parliament, that the proposed removal of the member, on the grounds specified in the notice
sent to the member is justified and has forwarded, together with the report, the
representations made by the member, to Parliament;

(c) Parliament, having considered the report of the Minister and the representations made by
the member, has passed an address, supported by a majority of the total number of members
of Parliament (including those not present), for such removal.”

In terms of Section 8(3) of the said Act, the Chairman shall cease to be the Chairman if he or she
is removed from the office of member of the Commission under section 6.

03. The Grounds for Removal:

The notice, setting out the full particulars of the grounds on which the Chairman/ Member
of the Public Utilities Commission was sought to be removed was served on the incumbent
Chairman and Member of the Public Utilities Commission on the 22n¢ of March 2023,
thereby affording him an opportunity to duly make representations against the proposed
removal. The notice of removal setting out full particulars of the grounds is annexed hereto
(Annex 01). The said grounds, set out for the purpose of convenience, are as follows:

I.  You, as a Member and Chairman of the Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka
(hereinafter referred to as ‘Commission’), caused the Commission to institute an
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IV.

application bearing No. CA/WRIT/56/2023 in the Court of Appeal of the Democratic
Socialist Republic of Sri L.anka contrary to Section 9(5) and 10(c) of the Public Utilities
Commission of Sri Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002. Thus, you are guilty of misbehaviour as
envisaged in terms of Section 7 (a)(v) of the Public Utilities Commission of 5ri Lanka
Act No. 35 of 2002.

The Court of Appeal by its Order dated 10 of February 2023 with regard to the case
bearing No. CA/WRIT/56/2023, has made an affirmative finding against you in the
exercise of your functions andfor conduct as a Member and Chairman of the

Commission. Thus, you are guilty of misbehavior as envisaged in terms of Section 7
(a)(v) of the Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002.

M/s Trillium Property Management & Services (Pvt) Ltd bearing registration =~ No.
PV78825, in which you have an interest, is in possession of an Exempt License bearing
No. EL/EX-D/18/01 to engage in the distribution of electricity. Thus, you are
disqualified in terms of Section 5(2)(g) of the Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka
Act No. 35 of 2002 for being a connected person who has a financial or other interest
amounting to a conflict of interest directly or indirectly in M/s Trillium Property
Management & Services (Pvt) Ltd which carries on and/or engaged in a public
utilities industry. Thus, you are disqualified from continuing as a member of the
Commission in terms of Section 7 (a)(iii) of the Public Utilities Commission of Sri
Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002.

You have, in violation of Section 9(5) of the Public Utilities Commission of Sri
Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002, publicly opposed the request for tariff revision by the
Ceylon Electricity Board without following the due process in terms of the law,
especially, the imperative provisions of Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka Act
No. 35 of 2002 and acted contrary to the objectives and functions of the Commission
especially to protect the interest of all consumers as envisaged in the Public Utilities
Commission of Sri Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002. Thus, you are guilty of misbehaviour as
envisaged in terms of Section 7(a)(v) of the Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka
Act No. 35 of 2002.

Whilst holding the posts of Chairman and Member of the Commission, you by
making statements targeting the Minister of Power and Energy have acted in a
manner which affects your ability to exercise, perform and discharge your powers,
functions and duties under the Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka Act No. 35
of 2002 reasonably with fairness, impartiality and independence and in a manner that
is timely, transparent, objective and consistent with the Public Utilities Commission
of 5ri Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002, and thereby acted in contravention of the objects of
the Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002. Thus, you are guilty
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of misbehavior as envisaged in terms of section 7(a)(v) of the Public Utilities
Commission of Sri Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002.

04. The Response:

Mr. J W.M.].P K. Ratnayake, the incumbent Chairman and Member of the Public Utilities
Commission of Sri Lanka, exercising his right to make representations against the grounds
of his removal, responded to the aforesaid grounds, by letter dated 28% March 2023,
denying all the allegations against him. The complete detailed response is annexed hereto
(Annex 02) for your perusal.

05. Conclusion:

The Chairman/Member of the Commission is proposed to be removed from office for
causing the Commission to institute an application bearing number CA/WRIT/56/2023 in
the Court of Appeal of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka contrary to Section
9(5) and 10(c) of the Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002 (as
amended) {“the Act”] and thus being guilty of misbehavior in terms of Section 7(a)(v) of
the Act.

Section 9(5) of the Act stipulates that all matters for decision by the commission shall be decided
by a majority of the votes of the members of the Commission. The decision supported by the votes of
a majority of the members of the Commission on any matter shall be deemed lo be the decision of the
Commission on that matter.

Section 10(c) of the Act stipulates that the seal of the Commission shall not be affixed fo any
instrument or document except with the sanction of the Commission and in the presence of two
members of the Commission who shall sign the instrument or document in token of their presence.

In its judgment dated 10t February 2023 in CA/WRIT/56/2023, the Court of Appeal (at
page 13) has made the following finding with respect to the Chairman/Member of the
Commission.

I take the view that when the Respondents are raising a serious objection upon the competence
of the Chairman of PUCSL fo institute this Application on his own accord without due
sanction of the PUCSL, then it is mandatory to investigate as to whether the said Chairman
has obtained necessary sanctions in that regard. I am convinced that no adequate proof of
sanction of the PUCSL to affix the seal on the proxy, according to law, has been tendered to
Court.

This kind of conduct of responsible officers of public institutions may erode the basic
principles of good governance. The majority decision of the PUCSL should not be overridden
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by a single member or by a minority to amplify a personal view on an official matter to win
the hearts of a certain portion of the public. Hence, such conduct simply cannot be identified
as steps taken for the interest of public and similarly, this Application cannot be considered
as public interest litigation.

Accordingly, the Court of Appeal has made a finding to the effect that the
Chairman/Member of the Commission had instituted CA/WRIT/56/2023 without the due
sanction of the Commission and that the seal of the Commission had been affixed to a
document without the due sanction of the Commission.

The Chairman/Member of the Commission has failed to satisfactorily explain the aforesaid
serious findings made against him by the Court of Appeal in CA/WRIT/56/2023 in his
written representations made to me on 28 March 2023.

The Chairman/Member of the Commission has also not challenged the aforesaid findings
made by the Court of Appeal before a Superior Court of Law.

The aforesaid findings of the Court of Appeal demonstrate that the Chairman/Member of
the Commission has acted contrary to Section 9(5) and 10(c) of the Public Utilities
Commission of Sri Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002 (as amended).

As such, I am of the view that the proposal to remove the Chairman/Member of the
Commission from office on the ground that the Chairman/Member of the Commission
caused the Commission to institute an application bearing number CA/WRIT/56/2023 in
the Court of Appeal of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka contrary to Section
9(5) and 10(c) of the Public Utilities Commission Sri Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002 (the first
ground specified in the notice of removal) is justified.

The Chairman/Member of the Commission is also proposed to be removed from office on
the grounds of being guilty of misbehaviour in terms of Section 7(a)(v) of the Public Utilities
Commission Sri Lanka Act No. 35 of 2002, as the Court of Appeal has made an affirmative
finding against the Chairman/Member of the Commission with respect to the exercise of
his functions and/or conduct as a member and Chairman of the Commission.

In its judgment dated 10 February 2023 in CA/WRIT/56/2023, the Court of Appeal (at page
13) has made the affirmative finding (quoted above) with respect to the exercise of functions
and/or conduct of the Chairman/Member of the Commission. The Court of Appeal has
concluded that the conduct of the Petitioner ‘may erode the basic principles of good governance’
and that the Petitioner’s conduct ‘simply cannot be identified as steps taken for the interest of
public’.
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The Chairman/Member of the Commission has failed to satisfactorily explain the aforesaid
serious findings made against him by the Court of Appeal in CA/WRIT/56/2023 in his
written representations made to me on 28" March 2023.

However, at paragraph 21 of the written representations made to me, the
Chairman/Member of the Commission has stated that ‘the Court of Appeal should not have
made any adverse finding against me personally’. Nevertheless, the Chairman/Member of
the Commission has not challenged the aforesaid findings made by the Court of Appeal
before a Superior Court of Law.

As such, I am of the view that the proposal to remove the Chairman/Member of the

Commission from office on the 2n ground specified in the notice of removal dated 22nd
March 2023 is justified.

In the above context, I cannot arrive at any other conclusion than that of the removal of the
said Chairman/Member of the Commission. His detailed response is objectively
unsatisfactory to meet the charges levelled against him.

I have duly complied with the statutory procedure for the removal of the said
Chairman/Member of the Public Utilities Commission of Sri Lanka and am seeking
Parliament’s due consideration and stamp of approval for the same. I urge that his
actions/conduct be judged from the point of view of the country’s best interests.
